The annual Pennant Nine Yacht Club Ladies Race was held on 26 November 2011 with an improved entry 

list of nine entries from previous years, with seven local (PNYC) entries and three visiting yachts.  

  

The visitors were the regular Pacer 27, Unruly, from DAC, with Margie Gibson on the helm, the M23 of 

Michael Vijverberg, helmed by daughter Eline Vijverberg, and a 29ôer of Jonas Vijverberg, helmed  by novice 

Marian de Pontes. 

Local Club yachts included Catcha Booga (Carribea 28) ï Nancy de Vries, Bonaventure (Buccaneer) ï 

Judith Edwards, Sofia (Nimbus) ï Jenny Smith, Genevieve (S23) ï Erica Chiappero, Lazey Daze 

(Kelkiewyn) ï Lesley Webb, Tarka (S22) ï Jo-Anne de Lange, and Sea Quill (S34) ï Renata Reeve. 

 

With the wind forecast at a good 6-7 knots  north-west to westerly, it promised to be ideal winds. A triangular 

course was laid to accommodate the variation in boats competing and sailing angles and everything set to 

go, and the race started. 

  

Of course the Vaal Dam wind queen decided itôs time to switch, with a lull before slowly switching to such a 

light to non-existent north-easterly that some competitors were battling to cross the line. 

Thankfully the breeze filled in a bit, more from a northerly direction, and the tail enders could also get going. 

  

The steady 6-7 knots forecast was never really there, with the wind fluctuating between 2-6 knots at best, 

eventually steadying to 5-6 knots towards the end. 

  

This prompted the bridge to shorten the race to two laps in order to finish before dusk. 

  

The faster M23 and Pacer 27 had a really good ding-dong around the course, predictably finishing well 

ahead of the other yachts, with the M23 taking line honours by just a couple of minutes. 

The 29ôer with rookie Marian de Pontes on the helm finished a good third place over the line. 

   

Meanwhile, the middle of the fleet were having their own race, spinnakers and gennakers flying, with the 

Nimbus, Sofia, finishing 2 minutes ahead of Genevieve, in turn pipping Bonaventure by seconds.

NATIONAL SEA RESCUE INSTITUTE (NSRI) MEDIA RELEASE: 

FOR IMMEDIATE RELEASE 

SEA RESCUE ð NSRI ð STATION 22, VAAL DAM  

SEA RESCUE ð VAAL DAM ð SATURDAY, 03 DECEMBER, 2011. Boy scouts and their (bystander) rescuer rescued:  

Jake Manten , NSRI Vaal Dam duty coxswain, said:  

"At 16h28 (Saturday, 03 December) NSRI Vaal Dam volunteer rescue duty crew were activated following reports of a canoe and a boa t capsized about  
1 kilometer  from our NSRI rescue base at Deneysville . 

"It appears that three Boy Scouts ( Emmerentia  Victory View Boy Scouts), aged 17, 16 and 14, from Johannesburg, had embarked on their 'Canoeist 
Interest Lodge' (A compulsory 30 kilometer  canoe ride as part of their qualifying) and had launched 3 canoes at the Lake Deneysville  Yacht Club  
headed in the direction of Groot Eiland  but shortly into their voyage the wind picked up to 15 knots apparently causing one of their K2 Canoes to fill 
with water and sink.  

"The Scouts attempted to tether the semi - submerged canoe to one of the remaining canoes to try to 'rescue' the canoe when fisher man Andries  
Schoombee , and his son, on their cabin cruiser, had noticed the three Scouts in trouble and went to their aid.  

"From what we understand two of the Scouts climbed aboard Andries's  cabin boat causing it to capsize.  

"The third Scout, still on his canoe, drifted away and eventually landed up ashore on mainland.  

"A third boat, who's skipper had also noticed the commotion, arrived on - scene and took the capsized boat under tow (eventually t owing the  
boat safely to mainland).    

"Our NSRI volunteers, who were on the water at the time in our private boat HASSLES,  responded to the scene.  

"On arrival on - scene we found two of the Scouts in the water with Andries , his 9 year old son, and two of the canoes, while the third Scout, still in his 
canoe, had drifted quite a distance away but was already close to Mainland. The third boat, whose owner was not identified, h ad the capsized cabin  
 boat under tow.  

"We rescued the two Scouts and Andries  from the water and brought them to shore safely.  

"We launched our NSRI rescue craft and recovered the two canoes.  

"No one was injured in the incident."  

NSRI urge paddlers to always let a responsible person know your departure time, exact route, and return time. Stick to your p lan s and let the 
responsible person know of your safe return.
